INSTALL ACCESSORIES  
STEP 9 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

�  Place the charcoal filter under the safety screen and 
secure with (3/16” x 1”) screw (provided).   

�  Place all baffle filters and bottom casing underneath the 
hood. 

 
USE AND CARE 
WARNING:  DUCT COVER MAY HAVE SHARP EDGES.    
 
CAUTION:  Never use abrasive cleaners, pads, or clo ths. 
*** Regular care will help preserve its fine appearance. 

1) Use only mild soap or detergent solutions.  Dry surfaces 
with soft cloth.   

2) If duct cover looks splotchy, use an orange base cleaner 
to clean the surface.  Spread a light coating over the 
surface and leave on for a few minutes (do not leave on 
too long or this may cause damage to the finish).  Use 
soft towel to wipe off the cleaning solution, gently rub any 
stubborn spots.  Use a slightly damp towel to get rid of 
any cleaning solution.  Use dry soft towel to dry the duct 
cover. 

3) To bring the glow back into a stainless steel finish, use a 
stainless steel cleaner. 

4) DO NOT allow deposits to remain for long periods of 
time. 

5) DO NOT use ordinary steel wool or steel brushes.  Small 
bits of steel may adhere to the surface causing rust. 

6) DO NOT allow salt solutions, disinfectants, bleaches, or 
cleaning compounds to remain in contact with stainless 
steel for extended periods.  Many of these compounds 
contain chemicals, which may be harmful.  Rinse with 
water after exposure and wipe dry with a clean cloth. 



�  Place the T-Head box underneath the duct cover-
mounting bracket and attach to the wall with two screws 
(not provided).  Note: Make sure the T-Head exhaust 
opening will align with the duct cover side opening.

�  Use aluminum pipe to connect the 6” round duct exhaust 
on the hood to the T-Head box above.  Use duct tape to 
make all joints secure and air tight.

�  Adjust the height of the inner duct cover to the duct 
cover-mounting bracket and secure the inner duct cover 
with two (4x8 mm) screws (provided). 

�  Slide the entire duct cover onto the hood and fasten outer 
duct cover to plastic plate on the hood with four (4x8 mm) 
screws (provided).   

 
 
For existing KOBE range hood with cabinet: 
 

�  You must remove the cabinet for this product installation. 
�  Follow steps 1 through 8.

�  Installation should not consist of any cabinet above the hood.   
�  Installation does not require any ductwork.

�  If necessary, prepare back wall frame with cross framing 
lumber for secure installation. 

�  Using Table 2 as references, decide the level of the 
lumber.

�  Attach the hood-mounting bracket to the back of the hood 
with six (3/16” x 3/8”) screws (provided). 

�  If necessary, attach two rubber stands with two (4x8 mm) 
screws (provided) at the back of the hood for support.

�  Using Table 1 as references, mark the leveling point of 
the hood.  Position two mounting screws (not provided) 
on the wall, leaving 1/8” away from the wall. 

�  Align hood-mounting bracket to the two screws on the 
wall and hook hood into place.  Tighten screws to secure 
hood to the wall.   

�  For safety purposes, extra knockout holes on the back of 
the hood are provided.  Knockout the holes.  Remove the 
baffle filters and attach screws to the wall by accessing 
underneath the hood.  CAUTION: MAKE SURE THE 
HOOD IS SECURE BEFORE RELEASING.

�  Mark the position of the duct cover-mounting bracket.  
Use reference E from Table 2. 

�  Attach and secure duct cover-mounting bracket with two 
screws (not provided).  Note: Inner duct cover will cover 
the mounting bracket.

�  Connect three wires (black, white and green) to house 
wires and cap with wire connectors.  Connect according 
to color:  black to black, white to white, and green to 
green
